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Crowdfunded Bio Toilets for Government School Students

On 5th June '22, World Environment Day, Sarthak Sangare and Vedika
Agarwal, students of MYP4 through their community service initiative
'Opening Doors' have raised INR 1,26,000/- through online crowdfunding

to provide two Bio Toilets for Grades 1 to 4 students of government school in
Lodhungwadi-Pait, Taluka Khed, 63 kms from Pune.

The students of this school had no toilets and were using open ground for
urination and defecation.

Tiger Toilet System is used in this project for the process of vermifiltration,
which efficiently treats toilet waste, as compared to septic tanks and pit
latrines. A special kind of earthwormes, called Tiger worms, are used as
culture in the subterranean Bio Digester on-site to convert the solid waste
into vermicompost.

This process does not generate any odour or flies and is highly sustainable.
This vermicompost is rich in NPK (Nitrogen-Phosphorus-Potassium) and
suitable to be used in agriculture and gardening.

The Tiger Toilet treats faecal
matter on site, requires minimal
maintenance and produces
fertile compost as a by-product.
It does not generate odour and
does not ever require sludge
handling. It is less costly than a
septic tank, and comparable to a
twin-pit latrine.

The Tiger Toilet system
consists of a toilet room and a
subterranean Tiger Biodigester,
where fecal matter is treated.

The highly modular nature of
the Tiger Toilet makes it an
effective on-site sanitation
solution, eliminating the need
for connections to central
sewage.
