They work with clients on a tiered basis, from their "starter kit" which gives clients 

access to their database of content creators to tap for projects, to their "enterprise plan" which includes 

running full-scale campaigns and strategy management. Clients include NextGen America, the U.S. Capitol 

Historical Society, Repair the World, and more in the impact space.

Engaging Lang & Lit Learning Sessions by DP2 Students for Grade 10 

 

Our dynamic DP2 students recently organized interactive English Language & Literature sessions for the 

Grade 10 students. These sessions aimed to foster collaboration and deepen the understanding of literary 

concepts. 

Reflecting on the experience, Shiven Jain, a dedicated IBDP2 student, shared: 

Over the past year, the class transformed its pedagogy into a student-led model, with teachers stepping 

into mentorship roles to foster greater engagement with English. By alternating lesson plans and leading 

sessions, themselves, students reignited enthusiasm for a subject that had long been overlooked. This 

approach became a recognized template, acknowledged by General Ray and adopted by sister schools, 

inspiring peers globally in South Korea, Singapore, America, and the UK. The model not only improved 

academic outcomes but also instilled a deeper passion for English as a means of cultivating humanity and 

empathy. 

To address complacency and unkindness among juniors, the students aimed to lead by example, 

emphasizing that genuine passion for the subject is key to personal growth and academic success. This 



commitment was exemplified in the session On The (In)Humanities, led by Shiven Jain, Gaurav Mandhyan, 

Zenia Irani, Vedosi Karmarkar, Nilanjana Deshmukh, and Devika Hardikar. The session explored themes 

such as apathy, feedback, and the importance of the humanities. A discussion on student agency 

encouraged critical reflection, while debates on άuseless knowledgeέ and άforced empathyέ challenged 

misconceptions in education. Jean LyotardΩs The Inhuman inspired creative responses, and connections 

were made to Purple Hibiscus, Joker, and Maleficent. The session emphasized feedback, interpretation, 

and cross-disciplinary links, fostering deeper engagement and showcasing the transformative power of 

agency, ultimately affirming that άLiterature is life, and it takes a lifetime to master it.έ

Ananya was joined by dedicated volunteers from Ishika 

Mamdani, Alisha Vanzara, Nayoon Kim from grade 11, and Saanjhi Dubey grade 10, whose support was 

instrumental in making the session a success. Their collective efforts brought The Pre-Med Diaries' mission 

to life, creating a supportive space for health awareness and providing young girls with accurate, 

empowering information about menstrual health. 

Extended Essay Fair 

 

The Extended Essay (EE) Fair for Grade 11 students was an engaging and informative event designed to 

introduce them to the intricacies of this core component of the IB Diploma Programme. It provided 

students with the opportunity to explore various subject areas, interact with experienced mentors, and 

gain a deeper understanding of the research process.  



The event began with an overview of the EE given by Ms. Debosree- our EE coordinator, emphasizing its 

importance in fostering independent research, critical thinking, and academic writing skills.   

Interactive sessions allowed students to clarify doubts, brainstorm potential research ideas, and identify 

resources. Workshops on citation styles, plagiarism avoidance, and effective time management equipped 

attendees with essential skills for navigating their EE journey. The inclusion of sample EEs and exemplars 

across various grade levels helped students visualize the expected standards and outcomes.  

A highlight of the fair was discussions featuring students and teachers, where supervisors addressed 

common challenges and emphasized the importance of choosing topics aligned with personal interests. 

This encouraged students to view the EE not merely as an academic requirement but as an opportunity 

to explore their passions.  

The EE Fair successfully motivated students and provided them with the tools and confidence to embark 

on this rigorous academic challenge. Feedback from participants highlighted the fair's effectiveness in 

demystifying the EE process and fostering enthusiasm. It set a strong foundation for Grade 11 students to 

approach their EEs with curiosity, discipline, and a clear understanding of expectations.  

ESS Field Trip 

 

Western Ghats is a significant biodiversity hotspot due to its unique ecological features and rich species 

diversity. This report details a field trip conducted on 23rd November 2024 to ARAI hills, Pune with the 

primary objective of assessing the region's biodiversity. The expedition aimed to document the variety of 

plant and animal species present, their habitats, and any potential threats to the ecosystem. 

The field trip involved a team of 11 from Grade 11, including (ESS facilitators- 

Ms .Rashmi Sasidharan and Ms. Rimjhim Roy) 

o Quadrat Sampling: Quadrats of 1 metre square were used to quantify plant species abundance and 

diversity. 



o Direct Observation: Visual surveys were conducted to identify and record animal species, particularly 

plants, birds and insects. Their status on the IUCN Red list were also discussed using online tools 

Data Recording: All observations were meticulously recorded in field notebooks, including species names, 

abundance estimates and habitat notes. Digital photographs were captured to aid in species identification 

and documentation. 

The students also had enlightening conversations with some professional birders who were present at the 

location. They also came to know about the Gliricidea, which is an invasive tree species in Pune which was 

introduced to counter mosquito menace but now does not let any other type of flora and fauna grow 

around. The importance of mindful and scientific conservation was highlighted here. Valuable insights into 

ecological dynamics and the importance of conservation were gained. 

Engaging Session by Vivek Kumar for our Physics students 

 

A session was conducted by Vivek Kumar, an entrepreneur, investor/mentor, and the founder of Sankalp 

Semiconductor, which proved to be both engaging and insightful. During the session, Mr. Kumar shared 

his wealth of experience in the business and technology sectors, offering valuable insights into the world 

of entrepreneurship and innovation. His approach to teaching was highly interactive, making the session 

not only informative but also captivating.  

One of the key highlights of the session was his emphasis on the art of asking questions. Mr. Kumar 

demonstrated how curiosity plays a crucial role in problem-solving and innovation. He provided small but 

impactful examples to illustrate his point, such as light diffraction, electricity, and everyday phenomena. 

These examples helped students understand how the simple act of asking questions can lead to deeper 

insights and better solutions in both scientific and business contexts. 

Mr. KumarΩs session inspired students to think critically, challenge assumptions, and foster a mindset of 

continuous learning. His hands-on approach, combined with real-world examples, encouraged students 

to be inquisitive and embrace challenges. Overall, it was an enriching session that left a lasting impact on 



all who attended, motivating them to ask more questions and explore their potential in the fields of 

business and technology. 

TOK-Workshop on Indigenous Knowledge System and Practices 

 

A TOK workshop on Indigenous Knowledge Systems and Practices was conducted by Mr JK Nair and his 

team members, to explore the unique ways in which indigenous communities acquire, preserve, and 

transmit knowledge. The workshop focused on understanding the deep connections between indigenous 

cultures and their environment, emphasizing the value of traditional ecological knowledge, oral histories, 

and cultural practices. Participants were encouraged to critically examine the different ways of knowing, 

contrasting indigenous knowledge with Western scientific approaches through role plays and small 

messages. The session also highlighted the importance of preserving these knowledge systems and 

respecting diverse perspectives. It was an enriching experience, promoting awareness of the relevance 

and significance of indigenous wisdom in todayΩs world. 



Student-Led Orientation on Othello for Grade 11 Students 

 

A group of 12 Grade 12 students took the initiative to prepare and lead the orientation for the IO text, 

Othello, for Grade 11 students. This initiative was driven by student agency, with the Grade 12 students 

assuming full responsibility for the session. Their aim was to guide their peers through the key themes, 

characters, and structure of *Othello*, fostering a deeper understanding of the text in an engaging and 

student-centered manner.  

The 12 students worked collaboratively to design the orientation, incorporating creative activities, 

discussions, and analysis of the textΩs historical context, themes such as jealousy, manipulation, and 

racism, and character development. They also planned interactive exercises to help Grade 11 students 

connect the content to their own experiences and perspectives.  

By taking charge of this session, the Grade 12 students not only reinforced their own learning but also 

practiced essential skills such as leadership, communication, and collaboration. This approach exemplified 

the power of student agency in the classroom, as the students took ownership of their learning process 

and contributed meaningfully to the academic growth of their peers. The orientation proved to be an 

enriching and impactful experience for both Grade 11 and Grade 12 students. 

Grade 12 - Extended Essay Boot Camp: A Day of Focused Research and Writing 
Grade 12 students recently participated in IBDP Extended Essay Boot Camp on November 08, 2024, 

providing students with a focused day to make substantial progress on their Extended Essays. The primary 

objective of the boot camp was to give students an opportunity to work towards completing the 4,000-

word requirement while receiving one-on-one guidance from teachers. 

Throughout the day, students benefited from the structured environment, which facilitated uninterrupted 

research and writing. EE supervisors were available for personalized support, addressing specific 

challenges and offering constructive feedback to refine studentsΩ ideas and arguments. 



A key highlight of the boot camp was the dedicated session for students to work on the second reflection 

of their ResearcherΩs Planning and Progress Form (RPPF). This session also encouraged students to 

critically evaluate their progress, document key milestones, and outline their next steps with clarity and 

focus. 

The boot camp successfully empowered students to move closer to completing this essential component 

of the IBDP core, fostering academic independence and self-discipline.  

Completion of Language B Mock Individual Oral Assessment (IOA)- Grade 12

On November 28 and 29, English department conducted an intensive English Boot Camp focused on the 

HL Essay for Higher Level students and practice writing for Paper 1 and Paper 2 for Standard Level 

students. This immersive experience not only honed studentsΩ analytical and writing skills but also 

highlighted the importance of student agency, peer assessment, and self-assessment in the learning 

process. 

To promote student agency, HOD Ms. Gitanjali guided students to take a lead in breaking down the 

assessment criteria, framework, and analytical processes for the tasks. This collaborative effort allowed 

them to develop a deeper understanding of the expectations and nuances of effective responses. They 

also facilitated peer assessment sessions, guiding each other in identifying strengths and areas for 

improvement. Armed with insights from peer feedback, students revisited their responses, focusing on 

key areas identified for improvement. This process of rewriting responses culminated in a self-assessment 

exercise, enabling students to reflect critically on their progress and identify strategies for future success. 

For HL students, the focus on the HL Essay provided an opportunity to explore critical analysis in depth. 

Students developed their essays with a clear understanding of how to connect their interpretations to the 

prescribed assessment criteria. The process reinforced essential skills such as organization, 

argumentation, and textual analysis, vital for success in this extended piece of writing. Students also had 

one on one consultation with teachers. 

This boot camp highlighted the value of active student engagement in the learning process. By taking 

ownership of their work, collaborating with peers, and reflecting on their progress, students 

demonstrated growth in their critical thinking, writing, and evaluative skills. 

We are proud of the enthusiasm and dedication shown by our students and commend the teachers for 

fostering a learning environment that emphasizes empowerment and continuous improvement.
